Rules & Regulations

Timings & Reporting
· The diniyat class timings are from 9.00am to 11.30am every Friday as per schedule
· Students are requested to report at 8.50am.  Gates will be closed by 9.00am and the management has the right to send the student back if he comes after 9.00am

Children’s Safety
· Parents are requested not to drop their children before 8.45am and to pick them up latest by 11.40am.  The management does not take any responsibility of the children beyond these timings

· Parents shall advise their children not to play outside the venue, as it is dangerous due to high speed traffic
Teacher / Parents / Management Communication

· A diary will be maintained (within course manual) for all classes.  Parents are requested to see the diary every-time the student comes back from the class.  It may contain any message from the teacher

· In addition, any comments to be given to the teacher shall be written in the diary

· If the parents wish to meet the teacher, they can only do this after the class is over, not during the class.

· Any message for the administration/management shall not be written in the diary.  Parents shall come in person to meet our representative who will be available at the venue during class timings, or to send a written note directly to them

Visitors

· No visitor is allowed during class timings, even the parents

Leave / late / absent

· Students are advised to attend the classes regularly.  In case of unavoidable genuine reason, Management has the right to struck off the name of student on three ABSENTS in sequence, or five ABSENTS in total

· ABSENTS will be changed to LEAVE if the leave application comes in advance, or in the very next class, subject to management’s acceptance
· Going to home country etc. will be considered as LEAVE, if supported by leave application as per the above clause
· If someone joins the class late, then the days he has not attended the classes will be treated as ABSENT, or if the reason is genuine, as LEAVE

· Absence due to severe sickness will be considered as LEAVE
· Anybody who has a genuine reason to come late in the class (more than 30 minutes) or leaves early from the class (more than 30 minutes), then it will be marked as ‘HALF PRESENT’
· Attendance gifts, if any, will not consider LEAVE or ABSENTs.  Only physical presence will be counted
· Students coming after 9.00am, if allowed, will be considered LATE
Course Material

· Course material (manual), class-work sheets, and question sheets will be provided by the management 

Tests & Prizes
· Students have to give a test after every few classes as per the schedule.  A detailed schedule is attached in this course book
· There will be no final examination.  Instead, result will be prepared on the basis of these tests

· Out of all the tests taken, the worst test result will not be counted.  For example, if there are 4 tests, then the 3 best marks out of 4 tests will be counted towards final grading

· There will be no RE-TEST for students not appearing in the test due to any reason, whether valid or invalid.  There will be no RE-TEST under any circumstances

· The management will try its best to give attendance and performance prizes, however it does not promise or commit it
· If the management arranges the prizes for students, and the student does not come on the prize distribution day, then the management has the right to withdraw that gift

Formalities (Form, Photo, Fees etc)

· Fees for the whole semester is RO 20, non refundable, payable in advance.  This includes charges for course manual also.

· There are exemptions available for those who are not able to pay the fees.  Please contact the administration
Niaz 

· If anybody wants to bring the niaz, he can do so by prior agreement with the administration.  

· Niaz has to be distributed after the class, at the door only, not in the Imambargah, by the person who has brought it, not the student or teachers

· Care must be taken that the niaz should not be expired, must be Halal, and must not affect children health

Dress Code

· Boys are not allowed to wear half pants, Bermuda or sleeveless shirts/T-shirts

· In addition to the above, indecent dressing, such as T shirts with singers, or fashionable dresses are also not allowed

· Preferable dress for boys is white kurta/shalwar or white shirt/white pant

GSMs/PlayStations
· Students are not allowed to bring GSMs, PlayStations, games etc. in the diniyat classes.  If found, the administration has the right to confiscate the same
Handbills/Pamphlets

· Nobody is allowed to distribute any handbill or pamphlets during the class

· Nobody is allowed to announce any program in the premises

Bus

· Please note that the management does not arrange/provide any kind of transport.

· Parents are request to coordinate directly with the transport providers, and other parents, to solve the transport issue
