THE IMPORTANCE OF EDUCATION AND ADVICES ON HOW TO ACHIEVE IT

May Allah give you  ‘Tawfeeq’ to earn His will and pleasure. May your future be better than past. I advice you to obtain religious education. The performance of obligatory deeds and desistance from “Haram’ deed mainly depends on it. Besides, to obtain religious education is a matter of great importance, honour and prestige………

…..Sur-e-Iqra’ was the first sura to be sent. In this sura, Allah has declared that after creating man, he was taught everything. Thus, after the blessing of life, blessing of education is mentioned. This proves that education is the best blessing of the whole world. The biggest honour that Allah has bestowed on man is that from ‘Alaq’ (clot of blood), he rose him to the exalted position of a learned person. 

It is stated in ‘Sur-e-Zumar’: Can an educated and illiterate be equal? Never. Only an intelligent person can understand that the position of an educated is far superior to that of an illiterate.

…..Abdulla Bin Maymun Kaddah, through Hazrat Imam Jafar Sadiq (a.s.) has narrated a tradition of the Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) : One who walks on the path of religion, Allah guides him to the path of paradise, the angels spread their wings below his feet. All living beings in heaven and earth including fishes in ocean, pray for him, The status of an ‘Abid’ as compared to an ‘Alim’ is that of stars as compared to full moon…..

 Alims are the inheritors of the prophet.Prophets do not leave dirham-dinar as legacy, their legacy is education. One who inherits this, he has obtained a lot.

……Asbagh bin Nabata has narrated from Amirul Momeneen Hazrat Ali (a.s.) that obtain ilm. It’s learning is a pious deed, 

             discussion is its rosary (Tasbih), 

             argument is its jehad and 

             teaching is its sadqa. 

            Through education one can understand Haram-Halal. You can obtain paradise through education. Education is a friend in loneliness, helper in loneliness, mental peace in war. Allah has made some people ‘leaders of good deeds` by education. Look at their good deeds and follow them. Education is the life of the heart, light of the eye, strength of the body and destination of pious people. Through education, you obey Allah’s orders, you can understand the exalted position of Allah and his oneness. Through education, you realize the importance of kindness, Halal and Haram. Education is Imam (leader) of intelligence……. 

(Beharul Anwar, p. 54)

…..Abu Ishaq has cited the following words of Hazrat Ali (a.s.): O people! The completion of religion is to obtain knowledge and to act on it. It is more compulsory to obtain knowledge than to obtain wealth. The quantity of wealth is destined. Allah, the Just, has taken the responsibility of its distribution and He will fulfill His promise. Ilm is preserved by Aalims and you have to obtain it. So obtain ilm as ordered by Allah.

(Usul-e-Kafi-1, p. 30)

…..The Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) has said : In life, Khair (betterment)  is only for two types of people.

(1) The Alim who is obeyed and

(2) a person who listens carefully and obtains knowledge (Ilm)

(Usul-e-Kafi-1, p. 33)

Imam Jafar-e-Sadiq (a.s.) told Bashir Dahan : There is no betterment for those of my companions who do not obtain  religious education. Bashir! Remember, a person who does not learn Fiqh is dependant on others’ Ilm and people will lead him astray because of his ignorance…….

(Usul-e-Kafi-1, p. 33)

….Besides these, there are innumerable traditions, which are cited in the books of Ahadis (traditions). So my son, beware! Don’t let this big blessing, great status and source of much ‘sawab’ slip from your hands. Beware, in your anxiety for worldly wealth, don’t neglect religious education. On the contrary, to obtain religious education, be ready for poverty. In this way, you will obtain permanent wealth, honor and prestige. If you have difficulty in earning your daily bread, remember the rewards and sawab in the next world. This will lighten all your troubles. Just look at all those people who left religious education and became busy amassing wealth. How happy and contented they are! They have been deprived of benefits of both the worlds. At least you are assured of benefits in the next world.

Son, be contended. Don’t go after the show and splendor of the world. This world has not appreciated the worth and dignity of the grandson of the Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) Hazrat Imam Hussein (a.s.), then who are you? This world gave importance to Yazid over Imam Husain (a.s.). Don’t fall in love with this unfaithful and double-crossing world. It is against intelligence. Philosophers like Ibn-e-Sina have strongly opposed it.

Son, don’t be disappointed with all the trials and tribulations which you have to suffer in obtaining ilm. Do your work. Remember, this world is a house of misery and troubles. It is useless to search for happiness and ease in this world. If this world gets attracted towards you, then it will push you further from the next world, take you away from piety and get you entangled in useless talk and deception. It will put all its burden on you by distracting you. One who desires this world will always be in distress. His condition will always be like hell, which is always shouting ‘Hal Min Mazid’. Its stomach is never full. There is always one way to escape from it - fall in love with the next world. Then there will be neither uneasiness, nor misery nor sadness.

Son, I mean by my life, that pleasure and happiness, which you get in rejecting this world,youwill not get one thousandth of it, if you go after this world. 

But yes, remember, by rejecting this world, it does not mean that you should give away all you have, cutoff relations with everybody and become a ‘sufi’. The shariat does not like this at all. 

‘Rejecting this world’ means not to fall in love with this world, not to get carried away by its pleasure. It means to have faith in Allah in whatever you get and be happy in Allah’s will.

       On this subject, there is a reference in the ‘Sahih’ of Abdulla bin Yasur. A man said to Hazrat Imam Jafar-e-Sadiq (a.s.): I loved this world. I hope I get it. Imam said: You love it so much? What will you do if you get it? The man replied: I will use it for my benefit as well as for the benefit of my children, I will do charity in the way of Allah, I will perform Haj and Umra. The Imam replied: This is not the love of this world but this the love of the next world.

It is stated by hammad through Hazrat Imam Jafar-e-Sadiq (a.s) that when Allah wishes to bless any body He gives him religious education.

            “Ilm ka talab karna {haasil karna ziyaada wajib hai tum par banisbatay talab e maal.”

Rasul kay mutaabiq yeh is liye hai kyu ki maal taqseem ho chuka hai aur taqseem karnay waala A… hai aur who aadil hai lekin ilm who cheez hai jo chupaayi huyi hai  jo ilm kay ehal hai un kay paas moujood hai aur tumhay is baat ka hukum hai kay jaao aur jaa kar nikaal lo.” 

Ek ailaan – “Ilm bahut saari fazeelato ka maalik hai.” 

Rasul s.a.w.s ki hadeeth kay Ilm ko agar insaani shakal day di jaaye to kya chez kya hogi?

· Ilm ka sar {head}—woh tawaazo hai. Tawaazo is the opposite of takabbur and guroor. Agar ek aalim kay paas tawaazo na ho to aisa hai kay us kay jism kay paas sar nahi hai aurImam Ali a.s. says that “Sab say badtareen jism who hai jis kay paas sar na ho”. A branch full of good juicy fruits will always tend to bend towards the earth but a fruitless branch or a branch having rotten or bad fruits will never bend towards the earth. Ek shakhs hai ya aalim hai jis kay paas tawaazo na ho us kay paas ilm nahi ho sakta, chaahay ilm jaisa kuch ho par woh ilm nahi ho sakta. 

· Ilm ki aankhay {eyes} hai--- hassad say doori iktiyaar karna. Koyi insaan achchi baat kar raha hai par doosar is baat ko qubool nahi karta hai to phir woh andhaa hai ilm honay kay baawajood. Phir yehi ilm usko gadhay may gira sakta hai.

· Ilm kay kaan {ears}--- Having very good grasping power, understands fast. Yeh God gifted hota hai. Yaani uska ilm behra nahi hai.

· Ilm ki zubaan {tongue}--- us ka sachcha hona. Jitna ilm sachcha hoga utna asar dikhlaayega. Us ka kirdaar, gharwaalo kay saath, maashray kay saath har tarah say sachchaayi

· Ilm ka heart ----niyyat ka khaalis hona. Agar niyyat baatil hai jaisay agar rob jhaadna ya riyaakaari kay liye ilm ka istemaal to hatta who har cheez may expert kyu na ho who beemaar kehlaayega.

· Ilm kay haath ---- naramdili, rehmat, raoofat. Agar haath khraab ho to mushkil chezo ko hal nahi kar paayegay, kisi naaraaz ko apnay qareeb nahi kar paayegay. Agar rehmat na ho to kaat khanay ko doudtay hai.

· Ilm kay qadam --- aulama ki ziyarat. Agar ilm kay pair na ho to phir who ilm theher jaayega koyi iazzafa na hoga us ilm may. Harkat may barkat hai. Aulama ki ziyarat ilm may junoon paida kaergi. Un say faaida uthaaye.{Lekin yaha thodi ehtiyaat bhi baratni chahiye}Jo aalim e be-amal hai  sab say kamtareen cheez jo A… in kay saath karega who hai “ Meri duaao ki lazzatao ko in kay dili say khech loonga” E.g. Khuda ko yaad karnay may un kay dil sakht ho jaayengay aakho say aasu nahi niklengay.

· Ilm ka zakheera {insurance, safety} --- gunaaho say apnay aap ko door rakhna

· Ilm ka hathiyaar --- Bahut achchay andaaz may guftagu, achcha akhlaaq, naram guftagu qalaam e laiyyin. {Used sometimes for offence sometimes for defence}

· Ilm ka maal---adaab mehnat, uthna baithna, libaas, khaana peena.

Ek tarah ka ilm hai “NOOR” “Ilm ek noor hai Khuda jis kay dil may chaahay daalta hai” 

Is ilm ke noor ka mafhoom hai haalat e yaqeen,

haalat e eimaan jis ki misaal sab say unchay darje par aimma may milti hai phir azeem personalities jaisay Bibi Zainab a.s. aur Hazrat Abbas a.s. may aur phir naaseraan e Islam aur phir aulama may paayi jaati hai. 

Ho sakta hai kay kisi kay paas ilm ho par noor na ho.

Hikmat momin ka chupa hua khazana hai.

Ek shakhs {gaaleban koyi farishta}nay Moula Ali a.s. say chaar {4} sawaal kiye.

1.} YA Ali qareeb kya hai aur sab say qareeb kya hai?

ANS. Qareeb qayamat hai aur us say bhi qareeb mout hai.

2.} Ya Ali Kya cheez ajeebo ghareeb hai aur koun si sab say ajeebo ghareeb hai?

Ans.}Duniya ajeebo ghareeb hai aur is say ziyaada ajeebo ghareeb hay insaan ka isi duniya par submit ho jaana.

3.} Kya cheez wajib{ zaroori} hai aur kya sab say ziyada wajib {zaroori} hai?

Ans.} Wajibaat ki adaayegi wajib hai aur us say ziyada zaruri hai muharrimaat say bachna.

4.} Sakht{ mushkil} cheez kya hai aur koun si cheez sab say ziyaada mushkil hai?

Ans.} Qabr mushkil hai lekin us say ziyaada mushkil balke sab say ziyada mushkil cheez hai insaan ka khaali haath qabr may jaana.{Yeh sakhtareen cheez hai}

Hum log zehmat kartay hai dono physically and mentally aur gar is kay baawajood agar humaara status un ki tarah ho jis nay bilkul koyi parwaah na ki ho aur life ko total enjoy kiya ho wajib aur haraam ka khayal kiye baghair phir………

Is liye humay chahiye kay hum apnay aap par constant check rakhay chaahay hum kitnay hi achchay kyu na ho.

Baaz auqaat yeh sawaal zehno may aata hai kay kis tarah hum apnay eimaan ko mazboot karay,  baaqi rakhay.            
Ulama nay do {2} tarah kay eimaan ka tazkera kiya hai 

1.} Eimaan e Mustaqar:  Woh eimaan jo baaqi rahay {constant}.Yeh woh eimaan hai jo kay momeneen may paaya jaata hai/jaana chaahiye.
2.} Eimaan e Mutazalzil: Woh eimaan jo constant nahi hai. Abhi hai abhi nahi. Kabhi ziyada kabhi kam.

               Insaan Khuda say dua karay kay agar eimaan e mustaqar hai to usay baaqi rakhay aur agar eimaan e mutazalzil hai to insaan koshish aur dua karay kay usay eimaan e mustaqar banaa day.

Insaan ki zindagi may humesha haque aur baatil kay beech jung chalti hai aur aayato aur riwaayato ka khulaasa bhi yehi hai kay insaan ko apnay eimaan ko upar {eimaan e mustaqar} ki taraf lay jaana hai, ooch neech to aati rahegi.
               Masala wahaa aata hai jahaa eimaan to lay aaye magar ab chod diya hai.e.g. Shah of Iran. Aisay log unwaanay shiyat ko khatm kar detay hai. Baaz awqaat insaan sochta hai kay woh sahi jaa rahaa hai lekin kahi na kahi koyi gadbad ho rahi hai.Yeh insaan ki khud ki kotaahi hai kay kahi koyi kami thi lekin us par tawajjo nahi di gayi thi.
Tareekh may humay is ki ek aisay shakhs ki misaal milti hai. Zubair bin Awaam. Yeh woh shakhs hai jin kay baaray may Rasul e Khuda s.a.w.s. ka kehna kay Har nabi ka hawaari hota hai aur mera hawaari Zubair hai.” Zubair 10-12 saal ki umr may Islaam lay aaye thay, shuru kay 4-5- log jinho nay Rasul ki tazdeeq ki thi yeh un may say ek thay, unhonay 2 Hijratay ki thi, ek Habsha ki taraf ek Madinay ki taraf. Zubair woh thay kay agar kahi koyi situation bigad jaati to Rasul s.a.w.s unhay bhej tay thay aur jab Moula Ali a.s. kay galay may rassi baandh kar unhay bayyat karnay lay jaaya jaa rahaa tha tab Zubair nay aakar Moula ki himaayat ki thi aur unhay giraftaar bhi kiya gaya tha.

Lekin aagay chalkar kuch hi arsay baad yeh wohi shakhs tha kay jis nay Maula Ali a.s. kay khilaaf Jung e Jamal ko plan kiya tha. Talwaar lay kar Moula kay khilaaf khada ho gay tha aur waasil e jahannum hua tha.
          Uska jab inteqaal hua tab uskay shaher e Madina may 11 ghar, Basra may 2 ghar,  Madaaen may 3-4 ghar aur uski 4 biwiya thi aur jab uskay maal ka sulz nikaala gaya aur jo paisa bacha to har biwi kay hissay may 10 lakh sonay kay sikkay aaye. Yeh Zubair ki doulat alaamat ban rahi thi us ki duniya ki taraf mohabbat thi kyu ki yeh us zamaanay ki baat hai jab Islaam ki maali soorat e haal itni ziyaada na thi. Zubair kay paas eimaan tha par who Eimaan e Mustaqar nahi tha balki Eimaan e Mutazalzil tha.
         Agar Eimaan e mutazalzil hai to kisi bhi waqt insaan ka kaam kharaab ho sakta hai. Humay chahiye kay humay har waqt check kartay rehna chahiye. Ehem tareen zimmedaari humaari is Mahe Ramadhan may yeh kay doosri duaao kay saath humay yeh Dua e Ghareek bhi padhna chahiye. Humaari ehemtareen dua aur zimmedaari humaara eimaan hai.
Rasul s.a.w.s nay Mahe Ramadhan kay khutbay may Imam Ali a.s. say kahaa tha kay tumhay isi Mahe Ramadhan may shaheed kiya jaayega tab Imam Ali a.s. nay khaday hokar poocha tha kay kya mai haque par rahunga ya nahi, Rasul s.a.w.s nay farmaaya kay Tum haque par ho aur rahogay. Yaha humaara zehan is taraf lay jaaya jaa rahaa hai kay Moula Ali a.s. nay bhi sawaal kiya tha kay kya mout kay mouqay par mai haque par rahunga. Yeh bahut hi ehem hai kay aakhir tak insaan ka eimaan salaamat rahay. Humay har waqt Khuda say yeh dua karni chahiye.

Hum kis tarah check karay kay humaara eimaan constant hai, safe and sound hai ya kay kahi koyi kami hai.

 Ek riwaayat may check points kay hawaalay say 3 cheezay bayaan ki gayi hai. Agar in teeno cheezo may say koyi ek cheez bhi minimum level par insaan may moujood hai to usay nikaal day.
1.} Kamzori e eimaan ki alaamato may say ek yeh hai kay logo/ maashray ki baato/ opinions ko Khuda ki baat ya hukum say ziyaada ehmiyat di jaa rahi hai. 

2.} Khuda rizq ataa karnay waal hai lekin agar insaan kisi aur ko raaziq samajh baithay aur sirf usi ki baat maanay chaahay woh Khuda kay khilaaf hi kyu na ho to yahaa par bhi insaan ka eimaan ya to kamzor hai ya ho raha hai.

Insaan ko chaahiye kay apni zindagi may ek qaanoon banaa lay kay “Khudawanda jo nematay, toufeeqaat, kamyaabi, status, achchi baatay mujh may hai woh sab aap ki jaanib say hai aur jo naqsiyaat, kamzori, bimaari, musibatay, pareshaaniya hai woh meri jaanib say hai. “

Yeh baat Khuda ko bahut khush karti hai.

3.} Agar insaan may aisi kaifiyat hai kay woh logo ki mazammat kar rahaa hai kay Khuda nay usay diya aur humay nahi, ya phir Khuda ki taqseem par raazi nahi, uskay paas qanaa-at nahi tab bhi us kay eimaan ko usay check karna chahiye.
Qanaa-at ki doulat jis kay paas hoti hai woh kabhi bhi ghareeb  nahi hota usmay kabhi bhi ehsaas e ghurbat nahi hota. Yaad rahay kay agar koyi kami aap may hai aur khaas kar kay aisi jis par aap ka koyi ikhtiyaar  nahi to us kami kay ewaz may Khuda aap ko koyi aisi cheez say nawaazta hai jo aap ko bahut aagay badha deti hai. {e.g. Allama Majlisi….}

 Agar humay check karnay kay baad lagay kay humaara eimaan, eimaan e mutazalzil hai to phir kis tareeqay say eimaan ko mazboot karay?
1.} In  general jitni ibaadatay hai, duaay hai, kasrat  say duaay, lambi duaaya, eimaan ko mazboot karti hai. Ek ilme irfaan kay aalim ka kehna hai  kay agar aap ko lag raha  ho kay aap ki namaz may thodi  bhi kamzori aa rahi ho to namaz kay masauil padhna shuru kar do chahay aap ko pata hi kyu na ho.
2.} Rasul e Khuda s.a.w.s nay sawaal kiya tha kay who kounsi cheez hai jo eimaan ko bahut mazboot karti hai. Logo nay jawwab diya, namaz, roza…. wagaira. Rasul ka jawaab kay yeh bhi karti hai par sab say ziyaada jo Eimaan ko mokam karti hai woh do sifatay hai, Khuda kay liye dosti aur Khuda kay liye dushmani.

Jo cheezay eimaan ko kamzor karti hai who hai Gunaah.
Jis waqt insaan gunaah kar raha hota hi Khuda say ghaafil ho jaata hai. 
Baaz gunaah bahut khatarnaak hotay hai.
a.} Music: Music ki aawaaz agar dil may goonjti hai to dil may nifaaq ko aisay ugaati hai jaisay paani sabzay ko ugaata hai. 
b.} Sharaab, Zina, Music: Yeh saaray gunaah insaan ko zaalim banaatay hai 
c.} Israar kay saath gunaah : This is very very dangerous and insaan kay eimaan ko gradually khatm kar deta hai. Acc to Hazrat Isa a.s. gunaah karna aisai hai jaisay kamez ko maili karna. Dhul to jaayegi lekin woh nayi waali baat nahi aayegi.

From Ehtejaaj e Tabrisi - Touqeeaat may say ek riwaayat:

Imam e Zamana nay yeh farmaya hai kay “ Aur agar humaray shia, Khuda inko muwaffaq karay kay yeh Khuda ki itaa-at karay, Agar yeh sab milkar us ehad par ijtemaa kar lay jo ehad hum nay apnay shiyo say liya tha, phir delay nahi hogi woh nemat jo hum say mulaaqaat ki nemat hai. Aur phir jaldi karegi who sa-aadatay jo milengi unko humaari ziarat karnay say………………………… Koyi cheez humay nahi rokti unsay magar woh cheez jo unsay hum tak pahuchti hai jis ko hum pasand nahi kartay aur jo hum achcha nahi samajhtay kay inkay andar ho.”

Akhlaq chapter 4
Gunahan- e Kabira (the major sins)

 Allah has given us Islam as a way of life. This way of life has rules which are to be obeyed. To live effectively, there are always rules which are to be followed so that no‑one breaks or infringes the rights of others.

The question then arises, why we can’t make our own rules. Why do we have to follow what someone else (i.e. Allah) says?

This question can be answered with the aid of the following examples, firstly, if you were organising a party, or an occasion for a group of youngsters, would you tell them to organise, or would you prepare beforehand so that things occur smoothly. The answer to that is quite obvious. 

Secondly, if you had a small child who was by the beach, he wants to go into the water, but you can see the red flag is up indicating that the water is unsafe. Would you allow him to enter the water?

Lastly, if you were an architect or an engineer, and designed a suspension bridge, crossing a river. If the wind starts to blow, and you feel the bridge is not safe for normal traffic flow, and you decided to shut the bridge, who should the officials listen to, you as the creator of the bridge, or the users, who just want to get across?

From this, we can understand, that for a society to function effectively, the rules it should follow should be from "someone" who is aware of how the individuals of that society behave. Who else knows the weakness and behaviour of a human being more than its Creator; He Who says that "I am closer to you than your Jugular vein"

50:16: We created man, and We know what (dark suggestions) his soul whispers to him: for We are nearer to him than his jugular vein.

وَلَقَدْ خَلَقْنَا الإِنْسَانَ وَنَعْلَمُ مَا تُوَسْوِسُ بِهِ نَفْسُهُ وَنَحْنُ أَقْرَبُ إِلَيْهِ مِنْ حَبْلِ الْوَرِيدِ (16)
Also, we should realise that Islamic Laws are there to protect oneself from dangerous or harmful effects; since every rule in Islam is to help you overcome the causes of such harm. The harm doesn't have to be to you only; it could also be to those around you.

If we deliberately reject the rules of Islam, we commit a sin, and we actually are harming ourselves in one way or another.

We should avoid committing forbidden acts, and worship Allah. This can be done for a number of reasons explained by the following words of the Prophet (S)


"There are people who worship Allah for the sake of (fulfilling their) desires and that is the worship of business minded people. And verily there are those who worship Allah out of fear of Him, this is the worship of slaves.  But there are that who worship out of thanks giving to Him, this being the worship of free minded people and is the best of worship"
Intezare Imam(a) karna hay taqway kay sath.

SECRETS OF SUCCESS
1.  Work and Effort in the View of the Religious Leaders

The Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) once saw a laborer whose hand had swollen up. The Holy Prophet raised his hand up and exclaimed, “The fire of Hell will never burn this hand. This hand is loved by Allah and His Prophet. Whosoever lives on his hand’s earnings will receive Allah’s blessings and mercy.”

Good fortune and prosperity comes to those who make efforts and work for it, not to the idle ones.

The great personalities of the world never hesitated to do small jobs for making both ends meet. Many of the brilliant students of Imam Ja’far Sadiq (a.s.) were oil vendors, cobblers and camel-hirers

2.  Faith in Intention

Faith or belief in ones aim is such an inner motive force, which definitely takes one to the final goal. Man loves himself too much and this love never abates. From this view if one is convinced that ones welfare and success lies in a particular work he would definitely proceed towards it.

3.  Patience and Perseverance

Patience and perseverance, tolerance and forbearance are common traits of the world’s most successful people. Patience is a very high quality of man.

Sometimes one errs in differentiating between patience on one hand and laziness, inaction, tolerating oppression and relying on luck on the other. Whereas patience and forbearance guarantees victory and success while laziness and inaction causes misfortune and results in failure.

There are some people who do make efforts in the beginning, yet they break down when confronted with difficulties. Looking from this angle, steadfastness and endurance should be regarded as the supports of work and effort. 

4.  Focus

One of the causes of success is focus or total attentiveness. As a consequence of centering thoughts on a single point the mind remains attached to it. Then even the hardest hurdle cannot weaken the man’s concentration

There are some of us who do not have any particular aim in life. There also are some people who do have some program of activities but midway to their goal backtrack and begin to walk in another direction.

Some people fail despite being active and prepared because their mind is not constant. It wavers and jumps from one place to another. They step in different fields, starting a new venture before completing the previous one. They are jack-of-all-trades but master of none and they are not perfect in any particular field.

5.  Discipline

Not only that discipline is a secret of the success of great men, our universe also stands on the same foundation.

6.  Gradual Progress

We should start working on a small scale. What we mean is that we may prepare an elaborate and lengthy program and also start working on it with great courage but we should not try to hurry through all the things simultaneously. Rather we should advance little by little and achieve our goal gradually.

7.  Avoid Blind Following

One of the secrets of success is to refrain from following others blindly. It is because such thoughtless following amounts to a war against our human nature.

We should not start copying those deeds of others for which we are not competent. We must also understand that the tendency of copying others in every way leads to failu

Of course what we mean by ‘blind following’ is the wrong and harmful following. Otherwise if Taqlid (imitation or following) means the approach of an ignorant man to a wise one and of a layman to an expert, then that approach is certainly not bad. Rather it is considered as the basis of life in advanced communities. A sick man goes to a doctor, one who wants something to be done goes to the relevant workman and they accept what the expert says.

8.  Counsel

Sometimes consultation lights up the future path for man and sometimes it brightens up a vast horizon.

Of course, consultation never means that man should submit himself totally to others 

Consultation means that man may ask for the solution of his problems from others and may follow their advice or counsel a fter giving it full thought.

Seeking counsel is one of the basic teachings of Islam. Allah Almighty ordains His Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.):

(O Muhammad!) Consult your friends in social and political affairs.
9.  History is the Best Teacher

We must make efforts to understand the secrets and truths of history. Otherwise it is no use just reading it or only memorizing it.

As a principle we should cultivate within us a zeal for reading books because it raises the level of thinking, strengthens the mind and offers the treasures of great people free to those who can obtain it. Secrets of authors are always hidden som ewhere in their books.
 A good book adorns morality, builds up the personality and teaches the secrets of life. However useless books should be discarded as harmful books impair ones intelligence.

We must spare some time every day for reading useful books that increase our knowledge and we must consider the book as our best friend

10.  Making Use of Opportunities

People do get enough opportunities and time but they do not take the advantage of this golden key to success and miss the chance due to procrastination. One should not only complete today’s work today but if possible also do the next day’s work today. How meaningful is this Arabic couplet:

Whatever time is gone is gone and what will come has not yet come so get up and take the maximum benefit of what is in between the two nonexistent moments.

11.  Youth is the most opportune time

Youth is the best time for working, learning and earning. The greatest opportunity in ones life is the youth

He has passion, aspiration, hope, zeal and ardor for work. He has numerous capabilities for inventing things. After some years these physical and spiritual powers begin to decrease. Nerves become weak, eyesight becomes feeble, and capacities lessen.

The Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) had given many admonitions to his great companion, Abu Zar. One of them was, “Realize the importance of your youth before the advent of your old age.”

Those who have valued their time and age never waste their life in futile works. Some scholars have written their books during hours, which are not appreciated by the common people. 

Of course, tired nerves do require rest and recreation. One should never think that recreation is a waste of time. Because, taking a stroll, breathing fresh air, viewing beautiful scenes, participating in joyful meetings and all such things give respite to our nerves from tension and add vigor to life.

But at the same time we should not squander our precious life by imagining that every vain and futile pastime is recreation.

12.  Awareness of Circumstances

Before starting any work it is necessary to understand the conditions and demands of the atmosphere and then to draw a program accordingly. Jobs done without first studying the relevant trends often end up in failure. Imam Ja’far Sadiq (a.s.) said, “One who becomes aware of the conditions of his times is saved from a sudden attack.”

13.  Failure is a ladder to success

One of the secrets of success is that we should not fear failures. Rather, we must pick up the sweet fruits hidden in defeat. Failure is like a mirror, which shows us our weaknesses and defects accurately.

Great and wise people consider failure as a bridge to victory. They endeavor to see that the causes of failure are not repeated. In fact they do not consider failure as defeat. What they really fear is that they should never be disheartened or demoralized.

And what an apt statement is made by someone else: For those with weak spirit defeat is a fatal poison but for powerful souls it is a ladder to success.

In the Islamic Law, despair is considered a great sin. An apparent effect of defeat is disappointment but since the days of old people have said: The brightness of dawn comes after the end of a dark night.
